SUBJECT:  Texas Motor Vehicle Safety Responsibility Act

Please keep a copy of this letter and its attachments in the glove compartment of all
University of Texas-owned vehicles. The information should be made available to any
law enforcement officers requesting proof of financial responsibility for the vehicle.

Chapter 601C, Section 601.053 (Evidence of Financial Responsibility) of the Texas
Motor Vehicle Safety Responsibility Act requires that proof of insurance be kept in each
motor vehicle. However, Section 601.007 (b) states...

... The chapter does not apply to an officer, agent, or employee of the State of
Texas, or a political subdivision of this state while operating a government
vehicle in the course of that person’s employment. “Government vehicle” means
a motor vehicle owned by the State of Texas or a political subdivision of this state
(Please see the attached excerpt).
