Research Scholarship Award Overview

The Center for Asian American Studies (CAAS) at The University of Texas at Austin is an interdisciplinary academic program devoted to raise awareness of issues pertaining to Asian Americans.  CAAS provides scholastic awards for exceptional students who have furthered the promotion of research, service, and academic involvement which is imperative for the growth of Asian American Studies.

Due to the interdisciplinary focus of our program, the scholarship awards can include research papers, works of fiction, visual art/representation, and other types of research activities. 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ed may be from the Fall 2010 and/or Spring 2011 semester. Items submitted must be in its completed and graded form from Fall 2010. However, Spring 2011 research may be “works in progress” meaning that they are 90% completed. This is for research that would be graded for the final, but due to the deadline of this application may not have received the final grade before May, 2011.

1. Research/Project completed in Fall 2010
a. Research/Project completed for a grade in Fall 2010
b. If submitting a research paper, it must be at least 5 pages in length
c. Deadline: April 22, 2011
2. Research/Project complete or works in progress for Spring 2011
a. Research/Project completed for a grade in Spring 2011
b. If submitting a research paper, it must be at least 5 pages in length
c. Research Paper/Project
i. Please submit a copy of the completed Research Papers/Project with the grade  you received on it. We need some indication on what grade you received for the Research/Project.
ii. Works in Progress 
1. If you would like to submit a research paper/project that will be completed by the end of the semester, please submit it when it has been completed. Once you have received a grade for the assignment, it is your responsibility to inform the Center for Asian American Studies with the grade you received. Proof will be in the form of a copy of the grade sheet you receive for the research paper/project. Please contact Kenyatta Dawson with any questions.
d. Deadline: April 22, 2011
A letter of recommendation from the faculty member who was the instructor of record for the course your research paper/project is not required.

Research Scholarship Amount for the 2009-2010 academic year: $250 for two recipients.
