What is the Asian Studies core courses list? 
 
The Asian Studies core courses list tells you what ANS classes will count toward your major. To be 
able to use this list effectively, you need to know the following information: 
 

1. Your major 
2. Your catalog (2004-2006, 2006-2008, 2008-2010, or 2010-2012) 
3. What courses you still lack for your major 

 
Armed with this information, you can easily determine what classes will count toward your major.
