Photoshop Skills Session #1

Scanning
Begin by checking that the item to be scanned and the scanning surface are free of dust and fingerprints. Place the item face down on the scanning surface with the top right corner of the image to be scanned at the bottom left corner of the scanning surface. Position it straight against the rulers and close the lid. Make sure you are in Adobe Photoshop.

1. Select Import from the File menu and choose scanner to start up the scanning software.

2. The scanner should provide you with a prescan of your image.  Sometimes you may need to click the Prescan button. An image of the document in the scanner appears in the Scanner Display.

3. Drag the pointer over the scanning surface to create a scanning frame. The scanning frame outlines the image area to be captured by the scanner. You can drag the

pointer again to create a new scanning frame, or grab the sides of the current scanning frame and resize it. 

 
4. Set the resolution with the Resolution box. It's generally a good idea to keep the resolution as low as possible, and not set the resolution any higher than you need. The higher the resolution, the more memory is needed to view and store the image file. Screen resolution is 72 dots per inch or dpi. 

5. Click Scan. When the scan is completed, you are returned to Adobe Photoshop, where the scanned image can be viewed in a new document window.

1. For this exercise, all we want to do is save your scanned image on your disk. 

2. Using Photoshop save this file "For the Web" as a jpg.  Compare the image qualities and save the best looking, smallest file to your disk.
