JACKSON WALTER FOSTER

Jackson Walter Foster, Professor of Microbiology at The

University of Texas, died in St. David's Hospital in Austin on April 9,
1966, after a short illness following a messive heart attack. He is
survived by his widow, Mrs. Grace E. Foster, a son Peter and a daughter
Cleo.

I Dr. Foster was born oh June 15, 1914 in Malden, Massachusetts.

He received his B.S. degree in 1936 from Massachusetts State College

and his Ph.D. in 1939 from Rutgers University under the supervision of
Nobel-laureate, Selman Waksman. After a year as & National Research
Fellow with Professor C. B. vanNiel at Hopkins Marine Station, Stanford
University, he joined the research la.boratories of Merck and Co. at
‘Rahway, New Jersey where he became head of the microbiological divislon.
In 1946 he joined the faculty of The University of Texas in Austin as
Associate Professor of Microbiology and in 1949 he was made Professor

6f Microbiologr, which post he held until his untimely death.

Professor Foster left a lasting mark on a number of phases of
"Microbiology. His first scientific paper (with Wa._ksman as the co-author)
"dealt with the detection of antagonistic substances produced by milcrobes
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
