ERNEST RANDOLPH HARDIN

Ernest R. Hardin, retired Assistant Professor of Speech and Acting

Chairman of the Speech Department from 1943 to 1945, died on June 5,

1987, at his home "Millbrook"™ in Austin, Texas. He is survived by a son,

Kenneth Newell of Austin, and two sisters, Lucille Jones of San Antonio
and Aleen Martin of Mexia. He was preceded in death by his wife, Maurine

Pearce Underwood Hardin.

Born on September 13, 1902, in Granger, Texas, Professor Hardin grew

up in Bartlett, Texas, where he graduated from Bartlett High School in

1921. He attended Southern Methodist University and Southwestern
University, graduating with a bachelor's degree in 1927. He received his
M.A. degree from Southwestern in 1929. He also attended Columbia
University and Northwestern University. For his undergraduate degree, he
majored in Speech and Drama; his graduate work was in English literature,

philosophy, and education.

As a student, Professor Hardin was a member of Pi Epsilon Delta

(National Collegiate Players fraternity), Sigma Tau Delta (Professional
English fraternity), Pi Kappa Delta (Honorary Forensics fraternity), and
Alpha Psi Omega (Honorary Drama fraternity).

Professor Hardin taught Speech and Dramatic Literature at

Southwestern University as an Assistant Professor from 1928 to 1932. At
The University of Texas at Austin, he was part-time Instructor in Speech
and Interpretation from 1932 to 1942; from 1942 to 1964, he was an
Assistant Professor, teaching courses in Speech and Interpretation. He

retired from teaching in 1964.
