‘Alfred Schild of U. of Texas Dead;
Advanced Many Einstein Theories

"Alfred Schild, a University of Texas physicist

who pioneered many advances in the interpretaion,
verification and application of Einstein's theories

of relativity, died yesterday in Downers Grove, Ill.

He was 55 years old.

In 1962, Dr. Schild established the Center for

Relativity Theory at the University of Texas at Austin.
The center, which Dr. Schild directed until 1972, has
been in the forefront of research in relativity theory

and its role in understanding such things as the

formation of galaxies, alternative theories of gravita-

tion and quantum mechanics."
