Dean Randy Diehl of the College of Liberal Arts has filed with the secretary of the Faculty Council the
following changes to the Bachelor of Arts in Jewish studies in the College of Liberal Arts chapter in the
Undergraduate Catalog, 2008-2010. The faculty of the college approved the changes on July 19,2007, and the
dean approved the changes on September 19, 2007. The secretary has classified this proposal as legislation of
exclusive interest to a single college or school.

The Committee on Undergraduate Degree Program Review recommended approval of the change on November
7,2007, and forwarded the proposed changes to the Office of the General Faculty. The Faculty Council has the
authority to approve this legislation on behalf of the General Faculty. The authority to grant final approval on
this legislation resides with the Executive Vice Chancellor of Academic Affairs.

If no objection is filed with the Office of the General Faculty by the date specified below, the legislation will be
held to have been approved by the Faculty Council. If an objection is filed within the prescribed period, the
legislation will be presented to the Faculty Council at its next meeting. The objection, with reasons, must be
signed by a member of the Faculty Council.

Studies 311 and [twenty—one] eighteen hours of upper-division coursework. Students must complete at least
three hours in each of the following areas:

1. Humanities and arts: Jewish Studies 363 or a comparable course identified by the faculty adviser.
2. History: Jewish Studies 364 or a comparable course identified by the faculty adviser.
3. Social science: Jewish Studies 365 or a comparable course identified by the faculty adviser.

Students are encouraged to use Hebrew or Yiddish to fulfill the foreign language requirement.

A maximum of six semester hours in upper-division conference courses may be counted toward the major.
