And
on page 9 it sums up Torthrightly the great advances which have been
achieved in Jtaly since the war by pointing out that "there has only been
a bare beginning so far in righting the wrongs of the past in a way which
can hope to remove the deep feelings of clasz difference felt by the have-
nots againet the haves”. It might also be added that not conly hes Italy's
so-called economic miracle been very uneven in the wm@nner in which it has
benefitted different geographical areams, but also In its effect on various
types of industry and commerce and on various sectors of the population.
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One point which the memormndum makes {uo. 5 on page 13) concerns the
absence of strong leadership. This is certainly true, {and I am glad to see
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the memorandum include as an example of such Itsllan weakness the manner in
which Begnl and Leone forced President Xennedy to change his original plans
to exc‘uae Communists and Fascists from his Rome luncheon last July).
However, I think we should recall the post-World ¥War I Fasclst experience
and remember that a so-called "strong man” can develop very quickly in a

wtry like Ttaly. I would not expect him to come from the Pascist ranks,
doubt that would be aspirants to the role of an Italian De (aulle, such
cgni or Pacclardi, could really succeed, although the formier has more
e than the latter.

And I sm all in favor of the
Tmbasey's suggestlon that we invite Malagodl here as well es left-wing
democintic lsadery. As a maltber of fact, T distinctly remember proposing
the Libernl chief for a leader grant, although I belleve that oerticular
method was disapprovéed becsause he has bDeen here several times before. AL
811 evenbs, the sconer Malagoedl comes, mder cne arrangewment or ancther,
the bebher. The remedy for o policy of coumsorting with the right and
ignoving the left is not to pursue the reverse poliey. I am certain
theat things have not gone that far, bult we must moke sure that there is
no migunderstanding among Itslians on that score, wilful or otherwise.

I certainly think Lombardi
should come here for the full leader grant reatment and shonld stay for
at legst one mouth. He needs it much more than he reslizes, and he has
been to Moscow at lemst twhce. As a matter of fact, when I invited him
officially he accepted with pleasure. Howvever, I have alweys felt we
should be most careful not to embarrass the Socislists, amd that we should
be very flexible In Gesling with them. DBut we should slso keep urglng them
to eoma.  As regards the memorsndum's reference to Oronzo Reale, we ghould

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certainly invite him again. I invited him repeatedly in 1960-61, but
his wife was dying and he always declined. He should come by all means,
as should Ugo Ia Malfa, also of the Republican Party.

The memorandum is entirely correct in stressing the need for the
creation of a strong, democratic Sociglist Party comparable to the
British Labour Party and capable of presenting a reliable democratic
alterngtive to the Christian Democrate. I have always proposed this as
our long-range goal as regards the Itallan Socialists. 'This is not some-
thing we should hope for within the near future.
