Operation Diabetes




Committee Chairs: Yi Guo and Hellen Nguyen
A national campaign designed to increase awareness of diabetes and the dangers associated with the disease, provide glucose screening and monitoring, and promote pharmaceutical care in the community.  Committee members screen blood glucose levels and educate the community on the disease state.  Members also participate in educational seminars and attend ADA Diabetes Walk.

Operation Immunization



Committee Chairs: Lily Yan and Sarah Ryu
A national campaign designed to increase awareness about immunizations and promote the immunization services offered by pharmacists.  This committee provides information about where the proper immunizations can be obtained and organizes and participates in immunization drives.
Operation Heart




Committee Chairs: Angela C and Chris H
This committee promotes awareness of hypertension among pharmacy students and also the general population.  Operation Heart committee members participate in and help organize health screenings, research current clinical information for blood pressure medication profiles presented at UT-APhA-ASP meetings, and participate in the Austin Heart Walk.  
Heartburn Awareness Challenge


Committee Chairs: Barbara Lucke and 1 position open
A national campaign designed to educate the public on heartburn.  Student pharmacists will be able to recommend lifestyle modifications to decrease the number of episodes and the severity of heartburn, recommend OTC medications and refer patients to their physician when medical attention is needed.  Members will also attend large events such as tailgating at UT football games to hand out informational packets to attendees.

Student Political Advocacy Network (SPAN) 

Committee Chairs: Athena Brand and 1 position open
This committee keeps UT-APhA-ASP members informed regarding current legislative affairs and promotes member involvement in legislative activities concerning pharmacy.  This committee also researches and drafts proposals to be presented at the Mid-year Regional Meeting and TPA Annual Meeting, and committee members serve as delegates at these meetings.
Int’l Pharmaceutical Students Federation (IPSF)
Committee Chairs: Two open positions
This committee encourages international co-operation among pharmacy students to study and promote issues such as HIV, by participating and attending AIDS Walk day, TB awareness, and smoking cessation.  IPSF also conducts a book drive to collect old textbooks from students, faculty, and practitioners to be sent to schools or areas that cannot afford these supplies. Vial of Life





Committee Chairs: Two positions open

This committee creates and distributes Vials of Life: a container for recording personal medical information to be referenced in the events of an emergency.  Committee chairs work closely with other patient care committees to coordinate public service events at which vials are distributed.

Patient Counseling




Committee Chairs: Samantha S and 1 position open
The APhA-ASP National Patient Counseling Competition (PCC) encourages student pharmacists in their efforts toward becoming better patient educators.  The competition reflects changes that are occurring in practice, promotes and encourages further professional development of the student pharmacist, and reaffirms the role of pharmacists as health care providers and educators.  This committee plans the local PCC and helps prepare the winner of the competition to participate in the annual APhA-ASP National PCC.

Professional Development Committee

Committee Chairs: Amanda L and 1 position open
This committee works closely with the chapter president to invite guest speakers.  Committee members handle all correspondence with past presidents of the Texas Pharmacy Association (TPA) and coordinate one event per semester between TPA and UT-APhA-ASP.  This committee will also be in charge of planning and coordinating events during Pharmacy Month.  Committee members will also work with the advisors and executive board in nominating chapter members for awards and preparing these awards for distribution at banquet. 

Social Committee




Committee Chairs: Two positions open
