Requesting Approval to 
Establish Industrial Affiliates Programs (IAP) 
at UT – Austin
A letter of request for OVPR approval to establish a new IAP should contain the following information: 

1. A descriptive title of the proposed new research program including a reference to the specific IAP Membership Agreement; 

2. The name of the person who will serve as the Program Director, and the name of the person who will serve as the Program Coordinator for the new IAP; 
3. A description of the benefits to member affiliates:  For example, you may want to include the idea that “in keeping with all other IAPs, no indirect costs are associated with the program because no intellectual property rights are granted and therefore there are no required deliverables.  However, an annual workshop will be held for affiliates and publications resulting from the IAP will be provided to the member participants”; 
4. A description of the number of faculty and graduate students who will likely participate in the IAP;
5. A description of the potential number of companies who would be likely to belong to the new IAP; and
6. Signature of the Chair/Head of the originating department indicating their approval of the request.
7. Attach the completed Industrial Affiliates Program (IAP) Membership Agreement and forward it and your letter of request to Dr. Juan Sanchez in the OVPR, as well as to the Office of Industry Engagement, Attn: Bill Catlett.
