FORM INSTRUCTIONS

Student subject pools are groups of students enrolled in particular departmental courses offering course credit for participation in one or more research projects.  The Institutional Review Board (IRB) provides guidance to departmental subject pools and reviews all research recruiting from the subject pool.  

This form must be completed for all subject pools and kept on file with the Office of Research Support (ORS).  Any modifications to the information in this document should be sent to the ORS prior to the implementation of the changes.

This document and the appendices requested should be reviewed, at least annually, and any changes to the appendices should be provided to the ORS at that time.  

Appendix: 

The appendix to this form should include templates of all information provided to the students in the subject pool.  Examples include: a printout of a web based FAQ page, handouts provided to affected classes, or any other method that is used to communicate with the subject pool as a whole. Documents submitted should include placeholders for administrative information that may change over time (such as the due dates for each semester or the contact information for the personnel responsible for operations of the pool.)

The information given to the students should convey, at a minimum, answers to the following questions:

· What does it mean to be in a subject pool?

· What are the alternatives to participating in research?

· How do subjects get out of a subject pool?

· What are the ramifications for students who miss a scheduled research study?

· What happens to the data collected for the subject pool?
